What is the Indiana Master Naturalist Program? 

The Indiana Master Naturalist (IMN) Program is an 

introductory program of nature discovery and ser-

vice learning for adults that is sponsored by: Indiana 

Resource Conservation & Development Councils; Indi-

ana Soil & Water Conservation Districts; Purdue Co-

operative Extension Service; and Indiana Depart-

ment of Natural Resources.   

The program can provide you with many hands-on 

opportunities to learn about our Hoosier natural re-

sources. It also provides a way for you to share that 

knowledge, along with your life experiences, through 

volunteer service. Land trusts, soil and water conser-

vation districts, state and local parks, other natural 

resource and conservation agencies are examples of 

places you can volunteer.  

In the past three years we have held three Indiana 

Master Naturalist programs in Elkhart County.  The 

course includes 11 different classes that cover the 

state required IMN curriculum guidelines. After 

completing classroom hours, participants are re-

quired to complete 27 volunteer service hours to 

graduate.
